SELECTION COMMITTEE REPORT
Festival of European Student Animation FESA 2015

To the FESA 2015 Festival arrived 52 student animated films from eight European coun-
tries: Croatia, Switzerland, Hungary, Slovenia, Bulgaria, Czech Republic, Germany and Serbia.
Most of the films came from Croatia and Switzerland (13 each), then from Hungary (8), from
Slovenia and Serbia (6 each), from Bulgaria 4, and one film from Czech Republic and Germany
each. Three-member selection committee consisting of: Stevica Zivkov, director of animated
films and veteran of Serbian animation scene, Marica Kicu$i¢ and Stefan Katanié, animated
films authors of the younger generation, have seen all the films arrived in the end of July 2015
and by voting selected 28 films which will compete for awards within two main festival pro-
grams. 24 films did not pass the selection.
